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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 1, 2015, the Washington-Yuma Counties E911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority Board (Authority) filed an application for an emergency telephone surcharge increase pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S.  On the same date, the Authority also filed as Exhibit No. 21 to the application, a Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice Provision of 
§ 40-3-104, C.R.S. and for Authorization to Give an Alternative Form of Notice (Motion for Alternative Form of Notice).

2. Specifically, in its Motion for Alternative Form of Notice, the Authority seeks authorization to publish notice in the legal notices section of the Yuma Pioneer, Wray Gazette, Otis Telegraph, and Akron Reporter for two consecutive weeks.

3. The Authority attached its proposed customer notice as Exhibit No. 22 to its application.  

4. In its Motion for Alternative Form of Notice, the Authority states that 
the Commission may authorize and prescribe an alternative form of notice pursuant to 
§ 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S.  

5. The Commission has interpreted § 40-3-104, C.R.S., to not apply to emergency service providers because such entities are not regulated public utilities.
  

6. Nevertheless, because the Authority must obtain approval from the Commission of its proposed surcharge and must file a formal application with the Commission to obtain that approval, the Commission has authority to specify the notice that an emergency service provider must provide in this kind of application.

7. We find that the above mentioned notice proposal is reasonable and we grant the request to provide notice of the application in accordance with this proposal.  The content of the customer notice shall be as proposed by the Authority with the exception of replacing the words “Docket No. ____” with Proceeding No. 15A-0426T.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The relief sought by the Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice Provisions of 
§ 40-3-104, C.R.S., and for Alternative Form of Notice (Motion) filed by the Washington-Yuma Counties E911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority Board (Authority) is granted consistent with the above discussion.
2. The customer notice by publication proposed by the Authority in the Motion is approved.  The Authority shall publish the customer notice in accordance with the terms of Exhibit No. 21 to the application. The content of the customer notice as filed in Exhibit No. 22 shall be as proposed by the Authority with the exception of replacing the words “Docket 
No. ____” with Proceeding No. 15A-0426T.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
