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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion
1. By a motion filed on June 15, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) requests that the Commission extend the deadline for filing responses to exceptions by seven days to June 25, 2015.  The Company also seeks a waiver of response time for the motion.  Consistent with the discussion below, the Commission grants Public Service’s motion and waives response time.

On May 22, 2015, Administrative Law Judge Adams issued a Recommended Decision in this proceeding, which approved the Settlement Agreement without modification and requires compliance filings.
  The Recommended Decision provides seven days for responses to exceptions, under Rule 1501(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Rule 1505(a) states that “[i]n application proceedings where the applicant 

2. has not waived the applicable statutory period, parties may file responses to exceptions within seven days following the service of the exceptions.”  Rule 1505(a) also provides that, in “application proceedings where the applicant has waived the applicable statutory period for the Commission to issue a decision, parties may file responses to exceptions within 14 days following service of the exceptions.” 

3. On June 11, 2015, exceptions to the Recommended Decision were filed, and the current deadline for responses is June 18, 2015.  

4. In its motion, Public Service waives the statutory period for the Commission decision in this proceeding and requests that the Commission extend the deadline for filing responses to exceptions an additional seven days, or until June 25, 2015, so that the Company has adequate time to consider the exceptions and prepare a response.   

5. Public Service states that its motion for extension of time is unopposed and therefore requests that the Commission waive response time.

6. Public Service’s request for extension of time is consistent with Rule 1505(a) and its motion is unopposed.  We thus find good cause to grant the motion and to waive response time.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of a Seven Day Extension of Time to File Responses to Exceptions filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on June 15, 2015 is granted.  The deadline for filing a response to exceptions is extended to June 25, 2015.

2. The response time to Public Service’s motion is waived.  

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
