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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request for Extension of Time filed by Paul Savio (Petitioner) on June 3, 2015. 

2. In early March 2015, Petitioner submitted a set of fingerprints to the Commission to execute a criminal history record check in accordance with § 40-10.1.110, C.R.S.   

3. On March 11, 2015, those fingerprints were sent by the Commission to the Colorado Bureau of Investigation (CBI). 

4. CBI records reflect that the fingerprints were returned to the Commission on March 25, 2015, with a letter that the fingerprints were too smudged for the criminal history record check to be performed. The letter was mailed by Commission Staff to Mr. Savio by certified mail, shortly thereafter. However, the letter was returned as undeliverable to the Commission on April 11, 2015. In late May 2015, Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (YCCCS), who Mr. Savio drives for, contacted Commission Staff inquiring as to the results of Mr. Savio’s fingerprint background check. YCCCS stated that Mr. Savio had been living in temporary housing in April and was unable to receive incoming mail.  

5. Section 40-10.1-110(2), C.R.S., provides that a driver may drive for a motor carrier for up to 90 days pending the outcome of that driver’s criminal history record check. Section 40-10.1-110(2), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission “may temporarily extend the ninety-day period, in accordance with section 24-33.5-412 (7), C.R.S., based on a delay in processing criminal history record checks by the Colorado bureau of investigation or on other exigent circumstances beyond the commission’s control.” 
6. On June 3, 2015, Petitioner filed a request for extension of time, and provided a new mailing address to the Commission. 

7. These circumstances constitute other exigent circumstances beyond the Commission’s control, and therefore in this particular instance we will grant Petitioner an additional 90 days from the mailing date of this Decision to be allowed to drive, or until his criminal history record check results are received at the Commission, whichever comes first, pursuant to § 40-10.1-110(2), C.R.S. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition filed by Paul Savio on June 3, 2015 requesting that the Commission grant an extension of time to continue driving pending the outcome of Mr. Savio’s criminal history record check is granted.  

2. Paul Savio is granted an additional 90 days, through Monday, September 7, 2015, or until his criminal history record check results are received at the Commission, whichever occurs first. 
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
