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I. BY THE COMMISSION 

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion 
for Waiver and Variance of Commission Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-4-4412(c)(II)(B)(iii), 4412(c )(III)(B)(iii), and 4412(c)(II)(A) of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators (Motion), and for waiver of response time (Waiver).  These rules are the Low Income Rules Involving Phase III Eligibility filed by Colorado Natural Gas (CNG) on June 25, 2015.  Additionally, CNG seeks approval to decrease the program cost recovery customer charge from $0.28 to $0.21 on August 1, 2015.  Because CNG is in an over-collected position from the 2014 to 2015 program year, a decrease in funding is necessary.  CNG is seeking to change the customer charge after July 1 as stated in Rule 4412(c)(II)(A) because it needed the extra time to analyze the impact of potential additional applicants during the 2015/2016 low-income year due to the increase to 165 percent and the benefits that continued to be applied during the 2014/2015 Low Income Energy Assistance Program season but were subsequent to the annual report deadline.
2. By Decision No. C12-0696, mailed in this proceeding on June 27, 2012, the Commission granted CNG’s Amended Application for approval of its Customer Assistance Program, a gas service low-income assistance program.  


3.  CNG also requests that the Commission waive the response time to this Motion to enable expedited consideration of the relief requested. 


4.
No party opposes either the Motion or the Waiver.  We find good cause to grant the Motion and waive Rules 4412(c)(II)(B)(iii), 4412(c)(III)(B)(iii), and 4412(c)(II)(A).  Additionally, we find good cause to grant approval to decrease the program cost recovery customer charge from $0.28 to $0.21 on August 1, 2015.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Waiver and Variance of the Low Income Rules Involving Phase III Eligibility, filed by Colorado Natural Gas on June 25, 2015, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
2. The approval to decrease the program cost recovery customer charge from $0.28 to $0.21 on August 1, 2015, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
