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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion submitted on June 23, 2015 by Coach Transportation Inc. (Applicant), requesting that its 
late-filed advice letter and tariff be accepted.

B. Findings

2. On September 2, 2014, Applicant filed an application for a permit to operate as a contract carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.  

3. The Commission noticed the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 22, 2014.  Interventions were filed and the proceeding was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

4. On January 16, 2015, the ALJ issued Decision No. R15-0059 (Decision) and granted the application.  The Decision also set forth certain requirements to be completed by Applicant prior to the commencement of operations.  For instance, Ordering Paragraph No. 5 (d) of the Decision requires Applicant to have an effective tariff on file with the Commission by filing an advice letter and tariff on not less than ten days’ notice in a new proceeding.
5. Ordering Paragraph No. 6 of the Decision gave Applicant 60 days from the effective date of the Decision to comply with its requirements.  This paragraph also states that “On good cause shown, the Commission may grant [Applicant] additional time for compliance with this Decision.”
6. By Decision No. C15-0394 issued April 28, 2015, the Commission granted Applicant until June 15, 2015 to complete the requirements set forth in the Decision.

7. On June 16, 2015, Applicant filed an advice letter and tariff in a new proceeding (Proceeding No. 15AL-0465TR).

8. In the motion submitted on June 23, 2015, Applicant requests that the late-filed advice letter and tariff be accepted.

9. The Commission’s records indicate that Applicant timely filed the other items required by Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision.

C. Conclusions

10. The Commission concludes that good cause exists to reopen the proceeding (on its own motion) and accept the advice letter and tariff, filed on June 16, 2015, as being in compliance with the Decision.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Coach Transportation Inc. on June 23, 2015, requesting that the late-filed advice letter and tariff be accepted, is granted.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
