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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) on May 1, 2015, requesting authority to move its existing mainline track, extend a siding track through, perform roadway 
re-profiling to the tracks, and post crossbucks with stop signs at the existing at-grade crossing of the tracks of the BNSF Brush Subdivision, railroad milepost 502.47 with Weld County Road 63, National Inventory No. 057218E, in the Town of Keensburg, County of Weld, State of Colorado.  

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application (Notice) to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed May 1, 2015.

3. On May 22, 2015, the Commission re-noticed this Application to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners due to the notices for all adjacent property owners being returned to the Commission.  The addresses the initial notices were sent to were checked with Weld County and were the official addresses on file with the county, so the Commission researched additional addresses to which the Re-Notices were sent.

4. On June 30, 2015, BNSF filed a Withdrawal of Application.

5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Withdrawal of Application and close this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Withdrawal of Application filed by the BNSF Railway Company on June 30, 2015 is granted.

2. Proceeding No. 15A-0287R is closed.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
