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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 17, 2015, CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink) filed an Application requesting that the Commission add CenturyLink’s Durango Main wire centers to Tier 2 Classification of Colorado’s non-impaired wire center list, in accordance with the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) Triennial Review Remand Order.  CenturyLink states that the Application is made pursuant to Commission decisions in Proceeding Nos. 06M-080T, 07A-249T, 
13M-0881T, and 14A-0669T.

2.   CenturyLink also states that it provided 30-day notice  to Competitive Local Exchange Carrier (CLEC) customers, as is required by the Commission in Proceeding 
No. 06M-080T.
  A copy of the letter sent to its CLEC customers is attached to CenturyLink’s Application as Attachment C.

3. Due to an administrative oversight, a regular 30-day Commission Notice of Application was not issued in this proceeding.  

4. On June 30, 2015, Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra Telecom filed a Petition to Intervene.

B. Findings and Conclusions

5. Because CenturyLink provided a 30-day advance notice of its Application to its CLEC customers and one party has filed to intervene, we find that no party has been unduly harmed by the inadvertent failure to issue a Notice of Application.  

6. We establish a shortened notice and intervention period.  Requests for intervention, including any notice of intervention by right of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, shall be due on July 29, 2015.

7. The Application is available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays and through the Commission’s E-Filings System. 
This Decision shall serve as notice that the Application for Approval of Additions to 
Non-impaired Wire Center List in Accordance with the FCC’s Triennial Review Remand Order has been filed.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. By this Decision, we are establishing a shortened notice and intervention period for the Application for Approval of Additions to Non-impaired Wire Center List in Accordance with the FCC’s Triennial Review Remand Order filed on June 17, 2015.
2. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, by July 29, 2015. Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.

3. All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
