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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the Regional Transportation District on July 2, 2015 requesting to amend its application to add construction of protective barriers along the roadway bridge over the tracks and installation of an arc flash screen with aerial static wire at the bridge structure of Interstate 225 (I-225).
2. No responses were filed to the Motion.

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find that good cause exists to grant the Amended Application and require installation of protective devices for the I-225 bridge structure.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Permission to Amend Application filed by the Regional Transportation District is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
