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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Entry of Appearance, and Motion to Intervene Out of Time, as of Right (Motion) filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) on July 22, 2015.

2. As grounds, CDOT states that it should have intervened as of right as an adjoining landowner to the property reverenced prior to July 15, 2015.  Counsel for CDOT did not have the opportunity to consult with CDOT representatives in time for the filing and inadvertently overlooked and delayed the filing until such conferral with CDOT representatives occurred.

3. CDOT states that it does not contest or oppose the application, so no party will be prejudiced by allowing the out of time intervention.

4. We find that good cause exists to grant CDOT’s Motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Entry of Appearance, and Motion to Intervene Out of Time, as of Right filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation on July 22, 2015 is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
