I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 27, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado filed an Unopposed Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule (Motion), pursuant to Commission direction at the prehearing conference held on July 21, 2015.  This Motion proposes a procedural schedule and discovery procedures as discussed at the prehearing conference.
2. Being duly advised in these matters, we adopt the procedural schedule and discovery procedures proposed in the Motion, refer any discovery disputes to an administrative law judge (ALJ), and extend the deadline for a Commission decision by an additional 90 days pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
B. Motion
3. The Motion proposes a procedural schedule and discovery procedures as discussed at the July 21, 2015 prehearing conference.  The proposed procedural schedule is as follows:

4. The proposed discovery procedures are as follows:

In accordance with Commission Rule 1405 and the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure, the parties will follow the discovery deadlines and procedures as outlined therein except as follows: 

1)
Response time regarding discovery requests directed towards answer testimony shall be seven days, and

2)
Response time regarding discovery requests directed towards rebuttal testimony shall be five days.

5. We find the proposed procedural schedule and discovery procedures to be reasonable and should be adopted. 

C. Additional Requirements

6. In addition, we direct an ALJ for the Commission to address any discovery disputes in this proceeding.

7. Because the 120-day deadline for a Commission decision, pursuant to 
§ 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., is October 21, 2015, we find it necessary to extend the deadline by an additional 90 days to January 19, 2016.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 27, 2015, is granted.
