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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion
1. By a motion filed on July 30, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) requests that the Commission accept its amended advice letter filings one day out of time.  These advice letter filings amend the Company’s gas and electric tariff sheets to reflect the Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA) rates effective on August 1, 2015.  The Company also seeks a waiver of the requirement set forth in Decision No. R15-0496 (Recommended Decision) to provide these filings on not less than two days’ notice.  Consistent with the discussion below, the Commission grants Public Service’s motion and accepts the filings on one day’s notice.

2. On May 22, 2015, Administrative Law Judge Adams issued a Recommended Decision in this proceeding, which approved the Settlement Agreement without modification and required compliance filings.
  The Recommended Decision approved the amended DSMCA charges and required Public Service to file its amended tariffs on not less than two days’ notice to become effective the first day of the next calendar month following a final Commission Decision on the DSM Plan.
  The Commission issued its Decision on Exceptions on July 21, 2015;
 therefore the compliance filing was due on July 29, 2015, for the amended tariffs to become effective on August 1, 2015.  

3. Public Service did not file its amended advice letters until the afternoon of July 30, 2015.  At the same time, the Company filed a motion for a waiver of the two-day notice requirement and requests that the Commission accept their advice letter filings one day out of time.     

4. In its motion, Public Service states that it has been in regular communication with Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) regarding these advice letter filings and has provided Staff with advance copies of the workpapers supporting each filing. The Company states that Staff has advised that even with the late filing of the advice letter, Staff will have adequate opportunity to review the filing and therefore has no objection to the Company’s motion.

By the issuance of the Commission Decision on Exceptions on July 21, 2015, all parties to this proceeding were on notice that Public Service would file amended advice letters with revised DSMCA rates effective August 1, 2015.  Public Service filed its advice letter filings with one day’s notice.  In its motion, the Company explains that the filings were one day late 

5. because of a late-detected error in the DSMCA rate calculations.  The error was corrected before the tariffs were filed on July 30, 2015.  The Commission therefore finds good cause to grant Public Service’s motion.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Accept Advice Letter Filings One Day Out of Time and for Waiver of the Requirement Set Forth in Decision No. R15-0496 to Provide Not Less than Two Days’ Notice of the Revisions to the Gas and Electric DSMCAs filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 30, 2015 is granted nunc pro tunc to August 1, 2015.  

2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
