I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion 

1. On July 30, 2015, the Commission established the procedural schedule and discovery procedures for its review of an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Company, LP (Black Hills) for a 60 MW wind project.
  The procedural schedule requires parties to file answer testimony by August 24, 2015.  

2. On August 5, 2015, Black Hills filed a motion for extraordinary protection of highly confidential documents that it intends to provide in response to a discovery request by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission.  Under Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, parties have 14 days to respond to motions, which would be August 19, 2015.    

3. In order to maintain the procedural schedule of this expedited proceeding, the Commission, on its own motion, shortens response time to Black Hills’s motion to August 14, 2015.  We intend to rule on the motion for extraordinary protection at our weekly meeting on August 19, 2015.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Commission, on its own motion, shortens response time to the Motion for Extraordinary Protection, filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Company, LP on August 5, 2015, to August 14, 2015.
