I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On August 5, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed an application requesting approval of an alternative form of notice and for waiver of response time (Application).  

2. On August 5, 2015, the Company filed Advice Letter No. 1699-Electric to revise the language in the Applicability section of the Photovoltaic Service tariff to take effect on September 5, 2015.
  The revision to the Photovoltaic Service adds rule language in the Applicability section to read “If the proposed interconnection exceeds twenty kilowatts (20 kW) on a case by case basis, the Company may evaluate and determine that the small generating facility may nevertheless be interconnected consistent with safety, reliability, and power quality standards.”  Public Service believes the revision makes the tariff language more consistent with Commission Rule 3667(c)(II)(C) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3.

3. In its Application for Alternative Notice, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:

 
(a)
filing with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection, Advice Letter No. 1699-Electric; and

 
(b)
publishing a legal notice, attached to the Application as Exhibit 1, in The Denver Post.

4. In support of its proposed alternative form of notice, Public Service contends that this notice procedure is the most expeditious and economic means of providing notice of the tariff changes in the short time allotted. 

5. The Application contains all of the information required by Commission rules and is therefore deemed complete.
6. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Application and waive response time.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed August 5, 2015, by Public Service Company of Colorado requesting approval of an alternative form of notice and for waiver of response time to apply to its filing of Advice Letter No. 1699-Electric to revise the language in the Applicability section of the Company’s Photovoltaic Service tariff to take effect on September 5, 2015, is deemed complete and is granted.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
