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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By this Decision, the Commission grants the request for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration filed by Franci Ouzounis, co-owner of White Dove Limousine, Inc. (Petitioner) on July 20, 2015.  Consistent with this Decision, we grant a waiver of Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, for Petitioner’s 1998 Lincoln Stretched Town Car, VIN No. 1LNFM81W1WY667066, through August 17, 2016.     
B. Background 

2. On May 7, 2015, Petitioner requested a waiver of Rule 6305(b), 4 CCR 723-6, which prohibits luxury limousine carriers from using vehicles that are older than ten model years as of July 1 of each year, for her 1998 Lincoln Stretched Town Car.  The waiver was requested from May 1, 2015 through May 1, 2018.

3. The Commission noticed the proceeding under § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on May 18, 2015, and no petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  
4. On July 2, 2015, by Decision No. C15-0615, the Commission concluded that it was in the public interest to ensure that luxury limousine carriers utilize newer, safer, and more luxurious vehicles, and that Petitioner had not shown good cause to grant a waiver of Rule 6305(b) for her 17-year old car.  The Commission thus denied the petition.  
5. On July 20, 2015, Petitioner requested that the Commission reconsider its denial of her petition for waiver.  Petitioner states that she has owned the 1998 Lincoln Stretch Town Car since it was new, and she has taken meticulous care of it.  It is in excellent condition with low mileage.  The car at issue in this proceeding and another 1998 Lincoln Stretch Town Car at issue in Proceeding No. 15V-0314EC make up 50 percent of Petitioner’s fleet.  Petitioner also states that she and her husband—both in their 60s—operate the business.  Because of their ages and heath conditions, they cannot afford to buy two new stretch limousines, and they cannot continue to operate their business without them.  Petitioner requests that the Commission grant a waiver to the age requirement for her 1998 stretch limousine for one or two more years until she and her husband can retire.  

6. Petitioner also argues, for the first time in her request for reconsideration, that her stretch limousine is exempt from the age requirement of Rule 6305(b) because it qualifies as a “specially built motor vehicle” under Rule 6308(a)(IV), 4 CCR 723-6.

C. Findings, and Conclusion 

7. In accordance with Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 
723-1, the Commission may grant waivers or variances from tariffs, Commission rules, and substantive requirements contained in Commission decisions and orders for good cause only.  In making a determination, the Commission may take into account, but is not limited to, considerations of hardship, equity, or more effective implementation of overall policy on an individual basis.

8. The Commission finds that Petitioner has demonstrated that having to stop using two stretch limousines from her small fleet would present a hardship to her small business. We thus find good cause to grant Petitioner a waiver from the age limit in Rule 6305(b) for a period of one year from the issuance of this Decision.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration filed by White Dove Limousine, Inc. on July 20, 2015, is granted.
2. The petition for a waiver of Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, filed by White Dove Limousine, Inc. on May 7, 2015, is granted for one year until August 17, 2016.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
