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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On July 1, 2015, through Decision No. C15-0627 (Decision), the Commission opened this proceeding on its own motion to consider the validity of certificates of public convenience and necessity and letters of registration issued for services that the General Assembly in 2014 deregulated under § 40-15-401, C.R.S.  

2. In the Decision the Commission required that requests for intervention be due July 31, 2015, and requested comment and briefing, with initial comments due August 21, 2015, and reply comments due September 11, 2015.

3. On July 31, 2015, the following filed requests to intervene in this proceeding: Eschelon Telecom of Colorado Inc., doing business as Integra Telecom (Integra); Sprint Communications Company LP (Sprint); Bresnan Broadband of Colorado LLC (Bresnan); Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc. (CTA); Level 3 Communications LLC (Level 3); Comcast Phone of Colorado LLC (Comcast); and WANRack, LLC (WANRack).

4. Notices of intervention by right were filed by: Affiniti, LLC (Affiniti); ExteNet Systems, Inc. (ExteNet); AT&T Corp. (AT&T); Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink); Conterra Ultra Broadband, LLC (Conterra); and NewPath Networks, LLC (NewPath).
 
5. We acknowledge the interventions as of right filed by Affiniti, ExteNet, AT&T, CenturyLink, Conterra, and NewPath.

6. On our own motion, pursuant to Rule 1308(c), of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR), 723-1, we waive remaining response time to the motions for intervention.  We find that waiver of the remaining response time will not prejudice any party, and addressing interventions at this time will better enable parties to file initial comments on August 21, 2015.

7. We find good cause to grant the requests to intervene filed by Integra, Sprint, Bresnan, CTA, Level 3, Comcast, and WANRack pursuant to Rule 1401, 4 CCR 723-1.
