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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On July 10, 2015, Foothills Limousine LLC (Applicant) filed an application for permanent authority to operate as a common carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.  A supplement and an amendment to the application were filed on August 3, 2015.

2. The Applicant requests authority to transport passengers in call-and-demand charter service between all points within a 35-mile radius from the intersection of 28th Street and Iris Avenue, Boulder, Colorado.  The application is restricted: (a) to the use of a 2000 Lincoln Towncar Stretch Limousine, VIN No. 1L1FM81W8YY883274; and, (b) against transportation service to or from Central City, Colorado and Black Hawk, Colorado.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 13, 2015.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

5. The information submitted with this application does not warrant the granting of the requested common carrier authority.  Applicant may provide charter service in the State of Colorado under its luxury limousine permit, PUC No. LL-201.  Additionally, the 2000 Lincoln Towncar Stretch Limousine named in restriction (a) of the proposed authority is older than the maximum age of motor vehicles (12 model years) allowed by Rule 6213(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

6. The present or future public convenience and necessity does not require the transportation service as requested.  Therefore, this application for permanent authority is not in the public interest and is denied.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on August 19, 2015, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application for permanent authority to operate as a common carrier filed by Foothills Limousine LLC, on July 10, 2015, is denied.  
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.
4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
