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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Emergency Motion of Respondent (Motion) Levtzow, LLC, dba Mountain Limo, to Reinstate (or, in the Alternative, to Maintain in Full Force and Effect) PUC Authorities 47426 / B-9816 / LL-00936 / ORC00168 filed by Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Mountain Limo) on August 19, 2015.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below we grant in part the request to reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 47426, Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9816, Luxury Limousine Permit No. LL-00936, and Off Road Charter Permit No. ORC-00168.

B. Findings

2. Mountain Limo, pursuant to CPCN PUC No. 47426 and subject to certain restrictions, may transport passengers: 
(1)
in taxi service between all points within the Town of Telluride, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points located within a 30-mile radius of Telluride, Colorado, on the other hand; 
(2)
on schedule between Telluride Regional Airport, on the one hand, and the Town of Telluride or the Telluride Mountain Village, on the other hand; 
(3)
in call-and-demand charter service, to or from:  the Grand Junction Regional Airport, also known as Walker Field; Montrose Regional Airport; and train station or bus terminal in Mesa County; and any bus terminal in Montrose County, on the one hand and the area within a 
15-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Avenue and Oak Street in Telluride, Colorado, on the other hand; and 
(4)
in taxi service only between points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 145 and Colorado Avenue in Telluride, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 50 and Colorado Highway 550 in Montrose, Colorado, on the other hand.

3. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and Commission rules, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers must keep currently effective proof of financial responsibility on file with the Commission, in the form of proof of liability insurance, proof of surety bond, or proof of self-insurance.  On February 19, 2015, Mountain Limo’s insurer, Scottsdale Insurance Company, filed a Form K (notice of cancellation) with the Commission stating that Mountain Limo’s insurance would expire on March 26, 2015.  Following a hearing held on April 14, 2015, an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Recommended Decision No. R15-0346 (Decision) on April 16, 2015.  In this Decision the ALJ found that three authorities held by Mountain Limo should be revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.  The authorities were CPCN PUC No. 47426, Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9816, and Luxury Limousine Permit No. LL-00936.

4. In the Motion to reinstate its authorities filed on August 19, 2015, Mountain Limo states:
In support of this Motion, Respondent Mountain Limo makes the following showing:  Attached hereto is a true copy of the ACORD
 confirmation that  the required insurance coverage for Respondent is presently in full force and effect as of this date of filing (August 19. 2015). 

5. Mountain Limo filed a Supplement to its Motion on August 31, 2015.  Attached to the Supplment is a letter from All Risks, Ltd.  In this letter All Risks, Ltd.
 States: 
[it] works on behalf of Scottsdate Insurance Company and the above insured [Mountain Limo] has not had a lapse in coverage. Levtzow, LLC dba Mountain Limo had the appropriate liability insurance in effect on March 26, 2015 
under policy CAO7759920. This policy expired on May 18, 2105. The policy 
was renewed on May 18, 2015 with Canal Insurance Company under policy PIA08114001.  There has been no lapse of coverage.

C. Conclusions

6. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”
7. The letter from All Risks, Ltd. confirms that Mountain Limo had the Commission required liability insurance in effect on March 26, 2015 and there has been no lapse of coverage.  
8. The Commission has considered Mountain Limo’s request to reinstate 
its authorities and finds that good cause exists to grant in part the Motion and reinstate 
CPCN PUC No. 47426, Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9816, and Luxury Limousine Permit No. LL-00936. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Emergency Motion of Respondent Levtzow, LLC, dba Mountain Limo, to Reinstate (or, in the Alternative, to Maintain in Full Force and Effect) PUC Authorities 47426 / B-9816 / LL-00936 / ORC00168 filed by Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Mountain Limo) on August 19, 2015, is granted in part.  Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47426, Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9816, and Luxury Limousine Permit No. LL-00936 are reinstated as of the effective date of this Decision.

2. Mountain Limo shall not commence providing the services authorized by the above named certificate and permits until the appropriate proof of liability insurance has been filed in compliance with Commission Rule 6007 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6 (Financial Responsibility).

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.

The effective date of the policy period is May 18, 2015 and the expiration date is May 18, 2016.
