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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This Decision shortens the response time to a Motion for Leave to File a Limited Reply filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to September 11, 2015.
B. Findings and Conclusion

2. On July 7, 2015, the City of Boulder (Boulder) filed an application for approval of the transfer of certain assets owned by Public Service to Boulder that Boulder claims are necessary for the operation of a municipal electric utility.  

3. Boulder, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), Public Service, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc., Climax Molybdenum Company, CF&I Steel, L.P., IBM, Inc., the Boulder Chamber of Commerce, the University of Colorado, and Leave BoCo Out, are parties in this proceeding.  Poudre Valley Rural Electric Association and United Power, Inc. are participating as amicus curiae.

4. On August 5, 2015, Public Service filed a Motion to Dismiss arguing that Boulder’s application is incomplete under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and Rule 1303(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  On August 14, 2015, the Commission extended the response time to the Motion to Dismiss to August 28, 2015.
  

5. On August 28, 2015, Staff filed a response supporting Public Service’s Motion to Dismiss.  Boulder filed a response opposing the motion on the same date.

6. Under Rule 1400(e) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, a movant may not file a reply to a response to its motion without leave of the Commission.  On September 1, 2015, Public Service filed a Motion for Leave to File a Limited Reply to Boulder’s Response to the Motion to Dismiss.   

7. The Commission finds that, to keep this proceeding moving on a reasonable course, it is appropriate to shorten the response time to Public Service’s Motion for Leave to File a Limited Reply to September 11, 2015.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Responses to the Motion for Leave to File a Limited Reply to Boulder’s Response to the Motion to Dismiss filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on September 1, 2015, shall be filed on or before September 11, 2015.  

2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
