I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. By Decision No. C15-0767-I, issued July 30, 2015, the Commission scheduled a hearing in this matter for September 28 and 29, 2015.
2. On September 24, 2015, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP; Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; the Colorado Energy Office; Western Resource Advocates; Invenergy Wind Development Colorado LLC; the Board of Water Works of Pueblo, Colorado and the Fountain Valley Authority; and the Rocky Mountain Environmental Labor Coalition (collectively, the Settling Parties) filed a Settlement Agreement proposed to resolve all disputes in this matter and an Unopposed Joint Motion to Approve Settlement Agreement and Vacate Procedural Schedule in Part and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion).

3. In the Settlement Agreement, the Settling Parties state that Holcim (US) Inc.; the Colorado Independent Energy Association; Noble Energy Inc. and EnCana Oil and Gas (USA) Inc.; and Creative Energy Systems take no position on the agreement, and that all other parties to the proceeding (City of Pueblo, Colorado, American Iron and Metal, Inc., Southwest Generation Operating Company, LLC, and the Southeast Colorado Solar Coalition) did not respond to a conferral request regarding the Settlement Agreement.

4. Upon our initial review of the Settlement Agreement and the Joint Motion, we find good cause to waive response time to the Joint Motion and conclude that a hearing in this matter is no longer necessary.  We vacate the hearing dates currently scheduled for September 28 and 29, 2015.  
II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearings scheduled for September 28 and 29, 2015, are vacated.
2. Response time to the Unopposed Joint Motion to Approve Settlement Agreement and Vacate Procedural Schedule in Part and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP. on September 24, 2015, is waived.
