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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This Decision grants the Petition for Variance from the Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA) Electric Tariff Sheet No. 68 (Petition) filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company (Black Hills), consistent with the discussion below.

B. Discussion

2. On September 29, 2015, Black Hills filed the Petition seeking an extension to file its revised DSMCA Tariff Sheet No. 68 with an effective date of January 1, 2016. Black Hills also requests a waiver of the notice and intervention period. 

3. Black Hills explains that it is necessary for the Commission to issue a final decision on its 2016-2018 Electric Demand Side Management (DSM) Plan under review in Proceeding No. 15A-0424E in order for the DSCMA that is to be effective on January 1, 2016 to reflect the approved DSM budget for 2016.
  Black Hills seeks a variance from the requirement that its DSMCA Tariff Sheet No. 68 needs to be filed no later than October 1, 2015 in order for the DSMCA to be effective on January 1, 2016.
4. Black Hills states in the Petition that it has conferred with all parties to the settlement reached on its 2016-2018 DSM Plan in Proceeding No. 15A-0424E and that it is authorized to state that the Petition is unopposed.

C. Findings and Conclusions 

5. We find good cause to waive the notice and intervention periods otherwise applicable to this Petition and to grant the Petition.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Petition for a Variance from the Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA) Electric Tariff Sheet No. 68 (Petition) filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company (Black Hills) on September 29, 2015 is granted.  

2. The notice and intervention period for the Petition is waived.

3. Consistent with the discussion above, Black Hills is authorized not to file by October 1, 2015 the DSMCA that is to be effective on January 1, 2016.  After the Commission issues a final decision in Proceeding No. 15A-0424E, Black Hills shall file a new advice letter and tariff for the DSMCA on not less than 30 days’ notice.  The advice letter and tariff shall be filed as a new advice letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules.  In calculating the proposed effective date, the date the filing is received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
