in call-and-demand shuttle service, between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points in the following described area of Douglas County, State of Colorado: commencing at the intersection of University Boulevard and County Line Road, thence east on County Line Road to Peoria Street, thence south on Peoria Street to Lincoln Avenue, thence west on Lincoln Avenue to University Boulevard, thence northwest on University Boulevard to the point of beginning; and
