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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. On September 12, 2015, a Regional Transportation District (RTD) light-rail vehicle operator bypassed a red signal at Signal 254 CP in the Central Platte Valley (CPV) Junction and hit another light-rail vehicle that was occupying the diamond crossover in the junction.  There were no injuries or fatalities as a result of this accident, and there was approximately $500 total damage to the two light-rail vehicles.  This accident was reported to the Commission and the final report was adopted by the Commission by Decision No. C15-1189 mailed on November 12, 2015.

2. RTD’s preliminary investigation of this incident indicates that insufficient space between Signal 254 CP and the diamond crossover in the CPV Junction exists that would allow the Automatic Train Stop system to safely bring a train traveling at the permitted speed that bypasses a red signal to come to a complete stop prior to the diamond crossover.  As included in RTD’s Accident Report and as discussed in the Staff Accident Report Summary including the September 12, 2015 CPV Junction accident, RTD has developed a hazard analysis that has been numbered H1-09122015 and Corrective Action Plan (CAP) for this accident.

3. Pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7-7346 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, we are opening this investigation proceeding.

4. RTD is required to file the CAP it has developed and associated hazard analysis H1-09122015 in this investigation proceeding within 30 days of this Decision for Commission review and approval.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. An investigatory proceeding is opened to review and approve the Regional Transportation District’s (RTD) hazard analysis H1-09122015 and Corrective Action Plan (CAP) for the Central Platte Valley Junction.

2. RTD shall file its CAP and hazard analysis H1-09122015, in this investigation proceeding within 30 days of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
