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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On November 2, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed an application requesting approval of an alternative form of notice and for waiver of response time (Application).  

2. On November 2, 2015, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 1702-Electric 
in Proceeding No. 15AL-0872E to revise its Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment (PCCA) 
for calendar year 2016, consistent with Commission Decision No. C06-1379 in Proceeding No. 06S-234EG issued December 1, 2006.  

3. In its Application for Alternative Notice, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:

Filing with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection, Advice Letter No. 1702-Electric, as amended; 

Publishing a notice of Advice Letter No. 1702-Electric in The Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation, within three days of filing with the Commission; and 

Serving electronically a copy of this tariff filing on all parties to Proceeding No. 06S-234EG, the case in which the current PCCA was initially approved.
4. In support of its proposed alternative form of notice, Public Service contends that this notice procedure is the most expeditious and economic means of providing notice of the tariff changes in the short time allotted. 

5. The Application contains all of the information required by Commission rules and is therefore deemed complete.
6. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Application and waive response time.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by the Company is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado requesting approval of an alternative form of notice and for waiver of response time is construed as a request pursuant to revised § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., deemed complete, and granted.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
