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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On October 21, 2015, Vodafone US Inc. (Vodafone) filed its Advice Letter No. 1 related to its initial provision of local exchange telecommunications services.  The proposed effective date of the tariff pages filed with the Advice Letter is November 22, 2015.   

2. There are no intervenors in this Proceeding.

3. Vodafone received its Conditional Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide basic local exchange services and its Conditional Letter of Registration (LOR) to provide emerging competitive services in Decision No. C14-1228, issued on October 9, 2014 in Proceeding No. 14A-0907T.

4. On October 16, 2015, by Decision No. C15-1123, the Commission granted Vodafone an extension of time to file its proposed tariffs in this proceeding.  

5. In 2014, the General Assembly passed legislation deregulating certain services.  Basic services were among those deregulated pursuant to this legislation, subject to exceptions that do not apply to Vodafone as it is not an incumbent provider, but a competitive local exchange provider.
  As a result, the Commission no longer has jurisdiction over Vodafone’s basic services under the Public Utilities law or Parts 2 or 3 of Article 15 in Title 40, and there is thus no requirement for Vodafone to provide its services under a tariff on file with the Commission.  
6. Vodafone is able to offer and provide the local exchange services contained in its proposed tariff without either a CPCN, an LOR, or an approved tariff for these services.  We therefore acknowledge Vodafone’s filing of its Advice Letter and related tariff sheets, but the tariff sheets will not go into effect.  

7. Vodafone retains its conditional LOR authority to provide switched access 
services.  Switched access services remain subject to the Commission’s jurisdiction pursuant 
to 
§ 40-15-301, C.R.S.  On October 21, 2015, Vodafone filed an Advice Letter and an 
associated tariff with the Commission to provide switched access in Colorado, Proceeding 
No. 15AL-0827T.  

8. The Commission is addressing the question of the validity of CPCNs and LORs for services deregulated under § 40-15-401, C.R.S., in Proceeding No. 15D-0575T.   
II. ORDER 

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Advice Letter No. 1 filed with the Commission on October 21, 2015, by Vodafone US Inc., and the attached proposed tariff will not be effective for the reasons stated in this Decision.  

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
