I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 21, 2015, Vodafone US Inc. (Vodafone) filed Advice Letter No. 2 with Colorado P.U.C. Tariff No. 2, an initial switched access tariff, with a proposed effective date of November 22, 2015.  
2. Vodafone states that it is filing the tariff as ordered by the Commission in  Proceeding No. 14A-0907T.  On October 9, 2014, we granted Vodafone’s application for a Letter of Registration (LOR).   However, the granting of the LOR was conditioned upon Vodafone’s filing of an appropriate tariff with the Commission within one year.
  On October 16, 2015, we granted Vodafone a 30-day extension to file an advice letter with the required tariff.

3. On November 17, 2015, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a protest to Advice Letter No. 2, stating that Vodafone does not have a Federal Communications Commission interstate access tariff, which, along with an intrastate access tariff filed with the Commission, is necessary to provide access services.  Staff also states that Vodafone does not intend to offer access service in Colorado. Staff requests that the Commission suspend the tariff and set the matter for hearing.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, at its discretion, set for hearing any proposed tariff and suspend the effective date of the withdrawal for 120 days from the proposed effective date or, in this proceeding, until March 21, 2016.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, at its discretion, by a separate decision, suspend the effective date of the withdrawal of the tariffs for an additional 90 days. Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the withdrawal of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this proceeding, until June 19, 2016. 
B. Conclusions and Findings

5. The Commission finds good cause to suspend the effective date of Colorado P.U.C. Tariff No. 2 as noticed by Advice Letter No. 2 (Attachment A) and set this matter for hearing. Vodafone’s intent to provide service to Colorado customers warrants further investigation.
6. We refer this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the issuance of a Recommended Decision. We further direct the ALJ to set a hearing date and establish other procedures by a separate decision.  

7. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariff page(s) shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.
II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposed effective date, November 22, 2015, of the tariff pages filed by Vodafone US Inc. (Vodafone) with Advice Letter No. 2 is suspended for 120 days until March 21, 2016, or until further order of the Commission.
2. The tariff pages filed by Vodafone are set for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  The ALJ shall set a hearing date and establish other procedures by a separate decision.  
3. Any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed withdrawal of the tariffs, who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 30 days after the mailing date of this Decision, and shall serve a copy of the motion on Vodafone’s attorney of record. 

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
