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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On November 10, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a motion for partial variance of the time-limit for publishing notice of revisions to the Company’s Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment (PCCA).  Public Service had filed Advice Letter No. 1702-Electric to revise its PCCA for calendar year 2016 on November 2, 2015.  Commission Decision No. C06-1379 issued in Proceeding No. 06S-234EG on December 1, 2006, requires Public Service to provide “legal notice in the local classified section of a newspaper having general circulation”
 of revisions to the PCCA within three days of the filing of the Advice Letter containing the revisions.
  Thus, in order to comply with the notice requirement in Commission Decision No. C06-1379, the notice of the filing of Advice Letter No. 1702-Electric was required to be published by November 5, 2015. 

2. The Company sought to comply with this requirement, but inadvertently published an incorrect notice in the November 5, 2015 edition of The Denver Post.  The notice published in the November 5, 2015 edition addressed changes to Public Service’s Clean 
Air-Clean Jobs Act rider, not to the PCCA.  Public Service discovered the error on November 10, 2015 and published the correct notice in the November 11, 2015 edition of The Denver Post.  

3. However, because it was not done within three days of the filing of Advice Letter No. 1702-Electric, the notice did not comply with Commission Decision No. C06-1379.  Public Service thus seeks a partial variance of the three-day notice requirement in that Commission decision.  Public Service contends that the error was inadvertent, it corrected the error as soon as it was discovered, and customers will not be prejudiced by the six-day delay in publishing notice.   

4. Based on the foregoing, the Commission finds good cause to grant the motion and waive response time.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado for a partial variance and waiver of response time is granted.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
