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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request for Withdrawal of Temporary Authority as granted in Proceeding No. 15A-0626CP-Extension-TA filed on November 3, 2015 by Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express).
2. On July 22, 2015, Ramblin’ Express filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966.  

3. Ramblin’ Express specifically requested temporary approval to extend its certificate to operate as a common carrier as follows:
Transportation of 
passengers in scheduled service 
between points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, as well as 
points within a two-mile radius of each of said cities, on the one hand, and 
on the other hand: all points in the area beginning at the intersection of East Colfax and Airport Boulevard, Aurora, Colorado; thence north along Airport Boulevard to Pena Boulevard; thence north along Pena Boulevard to its intersection with East 56th Avenue; thence west along 56th Avenue to its intersection with Vasquez Boulevard/U. S. Highway 85; thence south along Vasquez Boulevard/U. S. Highway 85 to Colorado Boulevard; thence south along Colorado Boulevard to its intersection with Colfax Avenue; thence east along Colfax Avenue to the point of beginning.

4. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 27, 2015.  Ace Express Coaches, LLC filed an intervention opposing the grant of this application on August 3, 2015.
5. The temporary authority application submitted by Ramblin’ Express in Proceeding No. 15A-0626CP-Extension–TA was granted on August 7, 2015, by Decision No. C15-0835.

6. On November 3, 2015, Ramblin’ Express filed a Request for Withdrawal of Temporary Authority granted in Proceeding No. 15A-0626CP-Extension-TA.  
7. In support of the withdrawal request, Todd Holland, the owner of Ramblin’ Express states:
We have had multiple meetings with Planners at the City & County of Denver, only to conclude that there is no way to legally expedite the process for approval of our location in time for a meaningful operation as allowed for the remaining portion of the 180-day time period as granted per our TA.  The Zoning Use for our operations is “Terminal, Station or Service Facility for Passenger Transit System”, which is an Allowable Use in the 1-B zoning district in which our proposed facility is located.  The key is that it is an “Allowable Use”, which is different from a “Permitted Use”, which is required to commence such operations.  While we have filed our full Application for such permit over 1 month ago, the backlog at the City & County of Denver is such that we have at least 6-8 more weeks, before our Application will be formally reviewed.
(Emphasis in original,)
8. In consideration of the information submitted with the Request for Withdrawal of Temporary Authority, the Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to grant the withdrawal of the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C15-0835.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request for Withdrawal of Temporary Authority as granted in Proceeding No. 15A-0626CP-Extension-TA filed on November 3, 2015 by Ramblin’ Express, Inc. is granted.
2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
