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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. On November 13, 2015, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP (Black Hills or Company) filed an Unopposed Motion to Shorten Notice and Intervention Period, Expedite Review of Application, and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Black Hills requests that the Commission shorten the notice and intervention period in this proceeding to ten days.

2. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.

B. Background
3. On September 15, 2010, in Decision No. R10-1013 in Proceeding No. 10A-134G, the Commission approved a Settlement Agreement (Settlement) implementing Black Hills’s initial Gas Meter Sampling Program.  That Settlement required Black Hills to file certain updates to its gas meter sampling program by September 15, 2015.  On September 18, 2015, Decision No. C15-1004 extended the filing deadline to November 16, 2015.  

4. On November 13, 2015, Black Hills filed an application for approval of its Updated Gas Meter Sampling Program, and revisions to its Measurement Equipment and Testing tariff, pursuant to the Settlement.  
5. As a part of its application, Black Hills also filed a Motion to Shorten Notice and Intervention Period, Expedite Review of Application, and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  Black Hills proposes this Motion to expedite its updated Gas Meter Sampling Program in order to revise its tariffs and begin implementing the new testing protocols as soon as possible before the end of the year. 
6. The Company states that it conferred with Commission Staff (Staff) and the Office of Consumer Counsel, and the Motion is unopposed.

7. We find that Black Hills states good cause to shorten the notice and intervention period and waive response time.

8. On November 19, 2015, we issued a separate Notice of Application Filed, including the following intervention requirements:  

Any person desiring to intervene in or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, within 10 days after the date of this Notice. Commission Staff must file any objection, notice of intervention, or other appropriate pleading within seven (7) days after this Notice expires. All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Notice.

(Bolding in original)

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Shorten Notice and Intervention Period, Expedite Review of Application, and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP on November 13, 2015 is granted.

2. Response time is waived.
