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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This Decision sets response time to the requests for intervention filed in this Proceeding.  Responses shall be filed no later than November 30, 2015.  We also schedule a prehearing conference for December 9, 2015.

B. Discussion

2. On October 29, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an Application for Approval of Two Innovative Clean Technology Projects (Application). Public Service also filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment (Motion) requesting that a final decision on the Application issue in mid-February 2016. In the event the Application is opposed, Public Service suggests that the Commission schedule a prehearing conference shortly after the expiration of the intervention period.

3. On November 4, 2015, we granted the Motion, in part, and shortened the notice and intervention period.
  We also shortened the response time to the Motion.  

4. No responses to the Motion were filed.

5. Notices of intervention as of right were timely filed by the Colorado Energy Office, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  The OCC contests the Application and requests a hearing in this matter.
6. Petitions or motions to intervene were timely filed by Western Resource Advocates, SunRun Inc. (SunRun), and the Energy Freedom Coalition of America (EFCA).  SunRun and EFCA contest the Application and request a hearing.
C. Conclusion and Findings

7. Public Service’s request for expedited treatment of the Application appears to be unopposed as there were no responses to its Motion.  

8. In light of the requests for hearing and the intervention filings opposing the Application, we find good cause to shorten the response time to the requests for interventions from the standard 14-day period in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Responses shall be filed no later than November 30, 2015.

9. We also schedule a prehearing conference for December 9, 2015.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

10. Responses to requests for intervention shall be filed no later than November 30, 2015.
