I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On November 30, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed a motion requesting approval of an alternative form of notice and for waiver of response time (Motion).  

2. On November 30, 2015, Public Service filed in this proceeding Advice Letter No. 1706-Electric extending the current Qualifying Facility (QF) rate effective January 1, 2016.  The principal change proposed in the filing is to extend the current Energy and Capacity Payment Rates, without change, applicable to QFs with a design capacity between 10 and 100 kW in the Company’s Electric Purchase - Small Power Production and Cogeneration Facility Policy Section of its P.U.C. No. 7-Electric tariff until a new methodology is approved by the Commission.

3. In its Motion, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:

a.
Filing with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection, Advice Letter No. 1706-Electric;
b.
Publishing a legal notice of Advice Letter No. 1706-Electric in The Denver Post on December 2, 2015; and 

c.
Serving copies on all qualifying facilities interconnected to the Company’s electric system at the time of filing via U.S. mail.

4. In support of its proposed alternative form of notice, Public Service contends that this notice procedure is the most expeditious and economic means of providing notice of the tariff changes in the short time allotted. 

5. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Motion.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by the Company is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on November 30, 2015 requesting approval of an alternative form of notice and for waiver of response time is granted.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
