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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion
1. On November 2, 2015,  Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP (Black Hills or Company) filed an application requesting approval of Black Hills’s participation in its proposed cost of service gas program (COSG Program).  
2. The Commission gave notice of this application to all interested parties pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed on November 3, 2015.  Under Rule 1401(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 requests for permissive interventions were due on December 3, 2015.
3. On November 9, 2015, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed a notice of intervention. On November 19, 2015, Commission Staff filed a notice of intervention.    

4. On December 3, 2015, Constellation NewEnergy-Gas Division, LLC (Constellation) filed a petition for intervention.  The granting of interventions will be addressed in a subsequent decision. 

5. On December 9, 2015, Energy Outreach Colorado (EOC) filed an Unopposed Motion to Intervene Out of Time.  EOC also requests that the Commission shorten response time to its intervention to December 17, 2015.   

6. On December 14, 2015, the City of Pueblo filed a Motion for Leave to Submit a Late-Filed Motion for Permission to Participate as an Amicus Curiae.

7. We find good cause to shorten response time to the EOC’s an unopposed motion to intervene to December 17, 2015.  We also shorten response time to the City of Pueblo’s motion to participate as amicus curiae to December 17, 2015.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Intervene Out of Time, filed by Energy Outreach Colorado on December 9, 2015, is shortened to December 17, 2015.  

2. Response time to the Motion for Leave to Submit a Late-Filed Motion for Permission to Participate as an Amicus Curiae, filed by the City of Pueblo, on December 14, 2015, is shortened to December 17, 2015
