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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition For a Waiver/Variance of Potential Disqualification or for a Qualification Determination for Tsolak Yeghishyan, Driver for Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs Under PUC Certificate 109 (Petition) filed on October 5, 2015, by Mr. Tsolak Yeghishyan.
B. Background

2. In the Petition, Mr. Yeghishyan requests a waiver/variance from “The Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado of the provision under 4CCR 723-6-6015(f)(III)(B)
”.  As the reason for the Petition, Mr. Yeghishyan states that on August 6, 2014, he was convicted a crime requiring disqualification under Rule 6105(f)(III)(B).  Rule 6105(f)(III)(B) states that a driver is disqualified by statute and prohibited from driving if the driver has been convicted of the enumerated offenses within two years preceding the date the criminal history record check is completed.  However, on the date that Mr. Yeghisyhyan submitted the Petition, October 5, 2015, the Commission had not completed a recent criminal history record check revealing Mr. Yeghisyhyan’s 2014 conviction.  Therefore, as of October 5, 2015, Mr. Yeghisyhyan had not been disqualified from driving under Rule 6105(f)(III)(B).  
3. Subsequent to the filing of the Petition, the Commission requested a criminal history record of Mr. Yeghisyhyan.  The disqualifying conviction was included in the criminal history record provided by the Colorado Bureau of Investigation.  Mr. Yeghisyhyan was sent a notice of disqualification from the Commission on December 11, 2015.

C. Conclusion
4. Because the Petition was filed before Mr. Yeghishyan was disqualified from driving, the Commission finds it inappropriate to grant a waiver/variance of Rule 6105(f)(III)(B).  Mr. Yeghisyhyan is advised that, under Rule 6105(l), he may file a response within sixty days to the disqualification mailed on December 11, 2015.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. Consistent with the discussion above, the Petition For a Waiver/Variance of Potential Disqualification or for a Qualification Determination for Tsolak Yeghishyan, Driver for Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs Under PUC Certificate 109 (Petition) filed on October 5, 2015, is denied.

6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
