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I. STATEMENT  

1. On April 14, 2014, Development Recovery Company LLC (DRC or Complainant) on behalf of the Ryland Group filed a Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  This filing commenced Proceeding No. 14F-0336EG.

2. On April 18, 2014 the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued an Order to Satisfy and Answer in Proceeding No. 14F-0336EG. 
3. On April 23, 2014, by Minute Order, the Commission referred Proceeding No. 14F-0336EG to an Administrative Law Judge. 
4. On April 24, 2014, DRC on behalf of Richmond American Homes of Colorado, Inc. filed a Complaint against Public Service. This filing commenced Proceeding 
No. 14F-0404EG
5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.

6. On December 18, 2014, Public Service filed its Motion for Leave to File an Amended Answer (Motion). In its Motion, Public Service seeks to amend its Answer filed in Proceeding No. 14F-0404EG to include a statute of limitations defense.

7. Based upon a review of the Commission’s files it has been determined that the Complainant has failed to file a response to the Motion.

8. Complainant’s response to the Motion was due on January 2, 2015.  No response was filed on or before that date.  In addition, the Complainant did not file a request for an extension of time to respond to the Motion.

9. Complainant’s failure to so respond to the Motion shall be deemed a confession of the Motion.  Rule 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1. 

10. The Motion shall be granted.

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for Leave to File an Amended Answer, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on December 18, 2014 is granted.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
