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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. Only those portions of the procedural history necessary to understand this Decision are included. 

2. On October 30, 2014, Public Service Company of Colorado filed an Application for Approval of its 2015-2016 Biennial Electric and Natural Gas Demand Side Management Plan (Application), with supporting Direct Testimony and Exhibits.  
3. During its weekly meeting held December 10, 2014, the Commission deemed the Application complete, referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. Among other parties, Western Resource Advocates filed a request to intervene in this proceeding, which has not yet been ruled upon. 

5. On December 18, 2014, in anticipation of the hearing on the Application, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference for January 8, 2015.  Decision No. R14-1493-I. 

6. On January 6, 2015, Western Resource Advocates filed a request to appear by telephone at the January 8, 2015 prehearing conference.  As grounds, Western Resource Advocates states that its counsel will be returning from a hearing in another matter on the day of the prehearing conference.  Although counsel will make every effort to make it to the prehearing conference in person, circumstances may not permit her personal appearance.  Thus, Western Resource Advocates requests that it be permitted to appear by telephone at the prehearing conference. 

7. Finding good cause therefore, the ALJ will sua sponte waive the response time to Western Resource Advocate’s request to appear by telephone.  Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   
8. The ALJ finds that Western Resource Advocate has shown good cause to appear by telephone at the January 8, 2015 prehearing conference, and will grant the request. 

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Western Resource Advocate’s Request to Participate in Prehearing Conference by Telephone is granted.  

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
