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I. STATEMENT 
1. On April 24, 2014, the Public Utilities Commission’s Staff (Staff) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 109241 against Colorado Cab Company LLC (Colorado Cab or Respondent).  The CPAN alleges over 700 violations against Colorado Cab.

2. On May 5, 2014, Respondent filed its Entry of Appearance Request for a Hearing and Request to set a Prehearing Conference.

3. On May 21, 2014, the Commission referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. On May 21, 2014, Staff filed its Entry of Appearance, Joinder in Request for a Prehearing Conference and Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(A).  

5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.

6. On December 31, 2014, Staff filed its Renewed Motion Pursuant to 4 CCR 
723-1-1406(b) for Issuance of Subpoenas Requiring Attendance at Deposition. This filing included an affidavit in support of the issuance of the subpoenas. 

7. On January 2, 2015, 29 subpoenas were issued by the undersigned ALJ.

8. On January 8, 2015, Colorado Cab filed its Motion for Protective Order and Request to Shorten Response Time. Colorado Cab argues that the costs and burdens outweigh the benefits of the proposed depositions and that parameters should be set on discovery by limiting the number of depositions to five drivers.

9. On January 9, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0025-I, response time to the Motion for Protective Order was shortened until January 12, 2015.

10. On January 12, 2015, Staff filed its Response to Motion for Protective Order.  

II. Discussion 

11. The subpoenas and the depositions are for drivers named in CPAN No.109241.

12. Staff has set a limit of one hour per deposition, is limiting the matters of inquiry, and has scheduled all depositions to be held on two days.

13. The drivers have relevant information concerning the allegations contained in CPAN No. 109241 and with the limitations set in place by Staff the depositions shall not be burdensome.

14. Staff will be unable to obtain the requested discovery through the deposition of only five drivers. 

15. The costs and burdens of the depositions do not outweigh the benefits of the proposed depositions.  

16. Good cause exists to seek information through depositions of the 29 drivers. 

II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for a Protective Order filed by Colorado Cab Company LLC is denied. 

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
