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I. STATEMENT  
1. On December 9, 2014, Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink or Applicant), filed a Verified Application to Consolidate Sullivan, Aurora, and Brighton Rate Centers into the Denver Rate Center (Application).  The Application commenced this Proceeding.  

2. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  
3. On January 21, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
4. The following intervened as of right or were granted permission to intervene:  Colorado Telecommunications Association (CTA) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff).  
5. CTA and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. On January 22, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0076-I, the ALJ scheduled a February 4, 2015 prehearing conference in this matter.  
7. On February 2, 2015, CenturyLink filed a Motion to Reschedule Prehearing Conference (Motion).  

8. In the Motion at ¶ 3, CenturyLink represents that the Intervenors do not oppose the relief sought.  In the Motion at ¶ 6, CenturyLink requests that the Commission waive response time to the Motion.  

9. The Motion is unopposed, waiving response time to the Motion will not prejudice any party, and the Motion must be addressed promptly as the prehearing conference is scheduled for February 4, 2015.  For these reasons, the ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

10. The Motion states good cause to reschedule the prehearing conference.  In addition, the Motion is unopposed.  No party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  

11. In the Motion, CenturyLink proposes that the prehearing conference be held on February 18, 2015.  The ALJ and the Parties are available on that date.  

12. By this Interim Decision, the ALJ will grant the Motion and will reschedule the prehearing conference in this matter for February 18, 2015.  

13. In Decision No. R15-0076-I at ¶¶ 13-21, the ALJ identified issues that the Parties are to be prepared to discuss at the prehearing conference.  To that list of issues, the ALJ adds the issues identified in this Interim Decision.  
14. CTA asserts that, if the Application is granted, the community of interest calling plans, the tariffs, or the local calling areas of CTA members may be affected.  CTA Motion to Intervene at ¶ 4.  On December 11, 2014, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.  At the prehearing conference, Applicant must be prepared to address what (if any) notice Applicant has given to CTA members’ customers who may be affected by the relief sought by the Application.  At the prehearing conference, CTA must be prepared to address what (if any) notice CTA’s members have given to their customers who may be affected by the relief sought by the Application.  

15. The proposed Rate Center consolidation, if approved, likely will impact customers of CenturyLink and customers of CTA members.  At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss whether the ALJ should hold one or more hearings to take public comment.  If the Parties think that one or more hearings to take public comment should be held, at the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss at least the following with respect to each hearing to take public comment:  (a) the date for the hearing; (b) the city in which the hearing should be held; and (c) the process by which the Parties will have the opportunity to respond to the public’s comments.  

16. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0076-I remains in effect.  
17. The Parties are advised and are on notice that failure to attend or to participate in the prehearing conference will be a waiver of objection to the decisions made, the procedural schedule established, and the hearing date(s) established at the prehearing conference.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Reschedule Prehearing Conference filed on February 2, 2015 is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference scheduled for February 4, 2015 is rescheduled to February 18, 2015.  

3. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:

4. Consistent with the discussion above, the matters identified in Decision 
No. R15-0076-I and the matters identified in this Interim Decision will be addressed during the prehearing conference.  Those attending the prehearing conference must be prepared to discuss the identified matters and must have authority to agree to a procedural schedule, including the evidentiary hearing dates.  

5. Failure to attend or to participate in the prehearing conference is a waiver of objection to the decisions made, the procedural schedule established, and the hearing date(s) scheduled at the prehearing conference.  

6. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0076-I remains in effect and governs the prehearing conference and this Proceeding.  
7. Response time to the Motion to Reschedule Prehearing Conference is waived.  

8. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

9. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
