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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 6, 2014, TM Medical Transportation LLC (Applicant) filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On October 15, 2014, Applicant filed an amendment to the October 6, 2014 filing.  On October 17, 2014, Applicant filed a supplement to the October 6, 2014 filing.  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is the October 6, 2014 filing as amended on October 15, 2014 and supplemented on October 17, 2014.  

3. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

4. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro or Intervenor), timely intervened as of right.  Metro is a party in this Proceeding and opposes the Application.  

5. Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  Pursuant to Decision 
No. R14-1411-I,
 Applicant is represented by an individual who is not an attorney.
  Intervenor is represented by legal counsel.  

6. On November 24, 2014, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. On December 19, 2014, by Decision No. R14-1494-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule for and established the hearing date in this Proceeding.  As pertinent here and absent further order, Metro is to file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits not later than February 20, 2015.  

8. On February 6, 2015, Metro filed a Motion to Dismiss the Application of TM Medical Transportation LLC (Motion).  The same day, Metro served the Motion on Applicant.  

9. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1400(b)
 establishes the response time to a motion.  Unless there is a decision that changes the response time, response to the Motion is due not later than “14 days after service of the motion[.]”  This Interim Decision will change the response time to the Motion.  As a result, Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1400(b) does not govern the response time to the Motion.  

10. To maintain the established procedural schedule, by this Interim Decision and on her own motion, the ALJ will shorten the response time to the Motion to February 13, 2015.
  Applicant must file its response to the Motion not later than close of business on February 13, 2015.  

11. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1400(d) provides:  “The Commission may deem a failure to file a response as a confession of the motion.”  Applicant is on notice and is advised that if it fails to file its response by the date established in this Interim Decision, the ALJ will consider the Motion to be confessed and will dismiss the Application.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The response time to the Motion to Dismiss the Application of TM Medical Transportation LLC, which motion was filed and served on February 6, 2015, is shortened to February 13, 2015.  

2. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

3. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
