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I. STATEMENT  

1. On April 14, 2014, Development Recovery Company (DRC) LLC on behalf of the Ryland Group (Ryland) filed a Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).  This filing commenced Proceeding 14F-0336EG.

2. On April 18, 2014 the Public Utilities Commission (PUC) issued an Order to Satisfy and Answer in Proceeding 14F-0336EG. 
3. On April 23, 20147, by Minute Order, the Commission referred Proceeding 14F‑0336EG to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ). 
4. On April 24, 2014, Development Recovery Company (DRC) LLC on behalf of Richmond American Homes of Colorado, Inc. (Richmond) filed a Complaint against Public Service. This filing commenced Proceeding 14F-0404EG
5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.

6. On February 3, 2015, Public Service filed its Motion to Vacate Current Procedural Schedule (Motion) and Motion to Shorten Response Time. Public Service seeks to vacate the current procedural schedule to allow time for a Response and a Decision on its Motion in Limine also filed on February 3, 2015, prior to the filing of Answer testimony
.
7. Public Service argues that vacating the procedural schedule would serve administrative and judicial efficiency.
8. DRC objects to the requested relief arguing that any haste in resolving the Motion In Limine is due to the actions of Public Service.

9. The above captioned consolidated proceeding was commenced on April 14, 2014. It is noted that the Complainant previously requested a continuance of the procedural schedule.
 It is also noted that the Complainant does not allege that it will be prejudiced by the granting of the Motion.  
10. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to vacate the procedural schedule. The undersigned ALJ finds that granting the Motion would serve administrative and judicial efficiency. 

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion to Vacate Current Procedural Schedule, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on February 3, 2015 is granted.

2. The procedural schedule as stated in Decision No. R14-1450-I is vacated.

3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for April 2, 2015 is vacated.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
