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I. statement

1. First Transit Inc. (Applicant), initiated the captioned proceeding on December 30, 2014, by filing an application seeking a permit to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  

2. On January 12, 2015, the Commission provided public notice of the extension of the application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers 
between all points within the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.:

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:
(A)
to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid;

(B)
to providing Non-Medical Transportation (NMT) or Non-Emergency Medical Transportation (NEMT) for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado; 

(C)
against providing transportation to or from Denver International Airport; and

(D)
against providing transportation in Douglas County to and from points south of an East-West line drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate I-25.

3. On February 9, 2015, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro Taxi) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel. The filing attached Commission Authority No. 1481, held by Metro Taxi. Metro Taxi also filed a preliminary list of witnesses and exhibits.

4. On February 11, 2015, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  The Colorado Cab filing identified Commission Authority No. 2378 as the basis of its intervention, and included a copy of the same.  

5. On February 19, 2015, the Commission deemed the application complete and it was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and then assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

6. Good cause appearing therefor, and in the absence of any objection from Applicant, the ALJ finds that Metro Taxi and Colorado Cab respectively, have established their standing as intervenors in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(b) and (e).  The ALJ will grant the following entities intervenor status in this proceeding:  Metro Taxi and Colorado Cab.

7. Since the application is contested it is appropriate to set it for hearing.  Applicant has requested venue in Denver, Colorado. No party asserted an objection to Applicant’s venue request.  Accordingly, the ALJ will convene the hearing in Denver at the offices of the Commission.

8. With regard to the timing of the hearing, the ALJ directs the parties to confer and advise the ALJ no later than March 13, 2015, of a mutually-acceptable date or dates for an evidentiary hearing to be conducted on the following dates:  May 4 through 8, 2015 or May 11 through 15, 2015 .  Any party who does not so participate in this meet and confer process will be deemed to have waived objections to the hearing going forward on one of the specified dates.   

9. Applicant has not filed a list of witnesses and exhibits as required by Commission Rule 1405(e)(I).  Accordingly, Applicant shall file its list of witnesses and exhibits on or before April 3, 2015.

10. Intervenor Colorado Cab shall file its respective disclosures of witnesses and exhibits on or before April 17, 2015. 

11. Intervenor Metro Taxi, may at its option, amend or supplement its witness and exhibit disclosure on or before April, 17, 2015. 

12. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule above.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The respective Interventions of the parties listed in Section I, Paragraph No. 6 are granted.

2. The parties shall contact the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) on or before March 13, 2015, to communicate their availability for hearing in this matter as described in Section I, Paragraph No. 8.  The ALJ will issue a subsequent order confirming the date, time, and location of the hearing.

3. Applicant First Transit Inc. shall file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before April 3, 2015.

4. Intervenor Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab shall file its disclosures of witnesses and exhibits on or before April 17, 2015.

5. Intervenor MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, may at its option, amend or supplement its witness and exhibit disclosure on or before April 17, 2015.

6. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
