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I. STATEMENT

1. On December 12, 2014, Suncor Energy U.S.A. (Complainant or Suncor), 
filed a Complaint against Magellan Pipeline Company L.P. (Magellan) alleging that Magellan transports Suncor petroleum products onto its pipeline at Suncor’s facilities in Commerce City, Colorado.  Magellan then transports Suncor petroleum products to Fountain or Dupont, Colorado over its pipeline system.  Magellan Tariff 12.2 became effective December 1, 2014.  On December 2, 2014, Suncor and Magellan entered into a temporary agreement under which Magellan agreed to continue to provide transportation services and terminaling services to Suncor.  The temporary agreement expired at 11:59 p.m. on Sunday, December 14, 2014.  Complainant filed this Complaint and requested a decision from the Commission precluding discontinuance of service pending a determination of the merits.  
2. By Interim Decision No. R14-1480-I, issued December 12, 2014, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Robert Garvey found that the Commission does have the authority to prohibit discontinuance of service pending resolution of a proceeding involving a dispute over utility charges upon such terms as the Commission deems reasonable, including the requirement that the Complainant post a bond.  See Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3-3408(b)(X) and Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators 4 CCR 723-4-4408(b)(X).  ALJ Garvey found that Complainant made a sufficient showing to warrant a decision prohibiting discontinuance of service.  In addition, the ALJ found that Complainant established sufficient grounds to prohibit Magellan from discontinuing utility service under the provisions of Tariff 12.0.

3. On January 8, 2015, Magellan filed a Motion to Modify Interim Decision No. R14-1480-I.  Suncor filed its Response to Magellan’s Motion on January 22, 2015.  On January 29, 2015, Magellan filed a Motion for Leave to Reply to Suncor’s Response.  On February 12, 2015, Suncor filed a Response to Magellan’s Motion for Leave to Reply.

4. On February 20, 2015, Suncor filed a Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and Set 
Pre-hearing Conference (Motion).  Due to a personal scheduling conflict, counsel for Suncor requests that the hearing date of March 2, 2015 be vacated and a pre-hearing conference set to determine procedural deadlines and dates.  

5. Good cause is found to grant the requested relief.  The evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 2, 2015 will be vacated.  A pre-hearing conference will be scheduled for Thursday March 12, 2015.  Response time to Suncor’s Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and Set Pre-hearing Conference (Motion) filed by Suncor Energy USA is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 2, 2015 is vacated.

3. A pre-hearing conference in this proceeding is scheduled as follows:
