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I. STATEMENT  
1. On September 23, 2014, by Decision No. C14-1163, the Commission opened this Proceeding “to make findings pursuant to [§ 40-15-207, C.R.S.,] as to whether basic service in certain areas of Colorado [is] subject to effective competition or [is] ‘without effective competition’ for purposes of” §§ 40-15-208 and 40-15-502, C.R.S.  Decision No. C14-1163 at ¶ 4.  This Proceeding will “review the 104 wire center serving areas listed in Attachment A” to Decision No. C14-1163.  Id.  In Decision No. C14-1163, the Commission also referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
2. The following, collectively, are the Parties in this Proceeding:  AT&T Corp.; Bresnan Broadband of Colorado, LLC; Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC; N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless; Northern Colorado Communications, LLC; Sprint Communications Company L.P.; Sprint Spectrum L.P., doing business as Sprint PCS; Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff); and Teleport Communications America, LLC .  

3. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The ALJ repeats the procedural history here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

4. On January 23, 2015, by Decision No R15-0084-I at ¶ 40 and Ordering Paragraph No. 8, the ALJ established the procedural schedule in this matter.  As pertinent here, the procedural schedule requires Staff to file, not later than April 3, 2015:  (a) its direct testimony and attachments; and (b) its motion for waiver or variance of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2213(d)(II).
  
5. On March 11, 2015, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Staff’s Deadline to File Direct Testimony and Attachments from April 3, 2015 to April 30, 2015 [Motion for Extension of Time] and for a Waiver of Response Time [Motion for Waiver] (collectively, March 11 Filing).  

6. In the March 11 Filing at 1, Staff represents that the relief requested is unopposed.  Based on this representation, the ALJ finds that no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion for Extension of Time is waived.  In addition, the absence of opposition is good cause to waive response time to the Motion for Extension of Time.  The ALJ will grant the Motion for Waiver and will waive response time to the Motion for Extension of Time.  
7. In the March 11Filing, Staff seeks a modification of the procedural schedule to permit Staff to file, not later than April 30, 2015, its direct testimony and attachments and its motion for variance or waiver of Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2213(d)(II).  As good cause for granting the relief sought, Staff states that it requires additional time to conclude its analysis and to prepare its direct testimony and attachments.  In addition, Staff represents that granting the Motion for Extension of Time will not affect the remainder of the procedural schedule, although Staff states that other parties have reserved their right to seek future modifications to the procedural schedule.  March 11 Filing at 1-2.  
8. The Motion for Extension of Time is unopposed; granting the Motion for Extension of Time will not prejudice any party.  In addition, the Motion for Extension of Time states good cause; the additional time sought is reasonable; and granting the Motion for Extension of Time does not affect any other filing date in the procedural schedule.  Finally, granting the Motion for Extension of Time does not preclude the filing of additional motions to modify the procedural schedule.  The ALJ will grant the Motion for Extension of Time and will modify the procedural schedule to permit Staff to file, not later than April 30, 2015, its direct testimony and attachments and its motion for variance or waiver of Rule 4 CCR 
723-2-2213(d)(II).  
9. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0084-I will remain in full effect and will govern this Proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Staff’s Deadline to File Direct Testimony and Attachments from April 3, 2015 to April 30, 2015 filed on March 11, 2015 by Staff of the Commission (Staff) is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R15-0084-I is modified as follows:  not later than April 30, 2015, Staff shall file its direct testimony and attachments and its motion for waiver or variance of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2213(d)(II).  

3. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0084-I remains in full effect and governs this Proceeding.  

4. The Motion for a Waiver of Response Time filed by Staff on March 11, 2015 is granted.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Staff’s Deadline to File Direct Testimony and Attachments from April 3, 2015 to April 30, 2015 filed on March 11, 2015 by Staff is waived.  

6. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

7. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
