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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 12, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its Motion to Strike Portions of the Answer Testimony of OCC Witness Chris Neil Addressing Avoided Capacity Costs and the Surplus Capacity Credit (Motion).  In light of close proximity to hearing, the Motion asks that the response time to it be shortened to March 19, 2015.
