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I. STATEMENT  
1. On July 25, 2014, Colorado Jitney, LLC (Complainant), filed a formal Complaint against the City and County of Denver (Denver) and Evergreen Trails, Inc., doing business as Horizon Coach Lines (Horizon).  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. Denver and Horizon, collectively, are the Respondents.  Complainant and Respondents, collectively, are the Parties.  Each party is represented by legal counsel.  

3. On August 6, 2014, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in previously-issued Interim Decisions.  The ALJ repeats the procedural history as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

5. On December 10, 2014, by Decision No. R14-1456-I and as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled an evidentiary hearing on subject matter jurisdiction and established the procedural schedule for that hearing.  

6. On February 17, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0160-I, the ALJ vacated the February 25 and 26, 2015 evidentiary hearing on subject matter jurisdiction.  

7. On March 10, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0226-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing on subject matter jurisdiction for April 22 and 24, 2015 and modified the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R14-1456-I.  

8. As pertinent here, the ALJ modified the procedural schedule contained in Decision No. R14-1456-I to include these filing dates:  (a) not later than April 1, 2015, each party will file its prehearing motions (including, without limitation, motions in limine); and (b) not later than April 15, 2015, each party will file its response to a prehearing motion filed on April 1, 2015.  Decision No. R15-0226-I at Ordering Paragraph No. 2.  

9. On March 23, 2015, Denver filed an Unopposed Motion to Modify Deadline for Filing Prehearing Motions (Motion).  

10. In the Motion at ¶ 7, Denver represents that the relief requested is unopposed.  Based on this representation, the ALJ finds that no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  In addition, the absence of opposition is good cause to waive response time to the Motion.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

11. In the Motion, Denver seeks a modification of the procedural schedule to permit prehearing motions to be filed on April 6, 2015.  The Motion is unopposed, and granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  In addition, the Motion states good cause; the additional time sought is reasonable; and granting the Motion does not affect the remaining filing dates.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will modify the procedural schedule as follows:  not later than April 6, 2015, each party will file its prehearing motions.  

12. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0226-I will remain in full effect and will govern this Proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Modify Deadline for Filing Prehearing Motions filed on March 23, 2015 by the City and County of Denver is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R15-0226-I at Ordering Paragraph No. 2 is modified as follows:  not later than April 6, 2015, each party shall file its prehearing motions.  

3. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0226-I remains in full effect and governs this Proceeding.  

4. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Modify Deadline for Filing Prehearing Motions is waived.  

5. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

6. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.  
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
