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I. STATEMENT  
1. On January 30, 2015, AmeriMex Communications Corp., doing business as SafetyNet Wireless (AmeriMex or Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado (Application).  Applicant seeks designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier  

solely to provide Lifeline service to qualifying Colorado households; it will not seek access to funds from the federal Universal Service Fund ... for the purpose of participating in the Link-Up program or providing service to high cost areas.  

Application at 1 (footnote omitted).  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  
2. On February 4, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period and contained a procedural schedule.  On March 20, 2015, Decision No. R15-0265-I vacated that procedural schedule.  
3. On March 11, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The following intervened as of right:  the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff).  

5. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. On March 11, 2015, the Commission deemed the Application to be complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  On March 27, 2015, AmeriMex filed a Waiver of C.R.S. 40-6-109.5.  In that filing at 1, AmeriMex “waives the statutory time limits specified in subsections (1) and (2) of C.R.S. § 40-6-109.5.”  Based on that waiver, § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., will not apply to the Application and to this Proceeding.  
7. By Decision No. R15-0265-I, the ALJ scheduled an April 7, 2015 prehearing conference in this Proceeding and listed the issues to be addressed during the prehearing conference.  The Commission served that Interim Decision on the Parties.  

8. On March 27, 2015, AmeriMex filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Pre-hearing Conference and Hold Case in Abeyance for 30 Days (Motion).  

9. The ALJ finds that waiving response time to the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

10. In support of the Motion and as good cause for holding this Proceeding in abeyance for 30 days, Applicant states:  (a) it has waived § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and thus there is no time frame within which the Commission should issue its decision in this matter; (b) Applicant has “determined that its internal resources are temporarily unable to devote sufficient attention to processing” the Application (Motion at ¶ 3); and (c) after 30 days, Applicant  

will either file a motion requesting the rescheduling of the pre-hearing conference, or, in the alternative, propose a new procedural schedule that, 
if adopted, would obviate the necessity for a pre-hearing conference, or, 
in the alternative, file a report advising the ALJ of the status of the 
matter and AmeriMex’s anticipated timetable for resuming active prosecution of this application.  

Motion at 1-2 (italics and bolding supplied).  

11. The Motion states good cause.  No party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted, the prehearing conference is vacated, and the case is held in abeyance.  The ALJ will grant the Motion.  

12. The ALJ will vacate the April 7, 2015 prehearing conference.  
13. The ALJ also will order this Proceeding held in abeyance pending further Order and not for the 30-day period requested in the Motion.  Applicant acknowledges that, in 30 days, it may “file a report advising the ALJ of the status of the matter and AmeriMex’s anticipated timetable for resuming active prosecution of this application” (Motion at 2).  From this, it appears that AmeriMex may not be in a position to proceed with this case if the Proceeding is activated automatically in 30 days.  To avoid having to issue another Interim Decision that extends the period during which this Proceeding is held in abeyance, the ALJ will order this Proceeding held in abeyance pending further Order.  This modification of the relief sought does not prejudice any party.  

14. The ALJ will order Applicant to make, not later than May 8, 2015, a filing that:  (a) requests that the ALJ schedule a pre-hearing conference; (b) contains a proposed procedural schedule that is acceptable to the Parties and that, if adopted, would obviate the need for a 
pre-hearing conference; or (c) contains a report that advises the ALJ of the status of the matter and contains Applicant’s anticipated timetable for resumption of active prosecution of this case.  

15. The Parties are advised and are on notice that, if Applicant files a proposed procedural schedule, the filing must address the issues that were to be discussed at the April 7, 2015 prehearing conference as set out in Decision No. R15-0265-I at ¶¶ 20-22 and 24-26.  This requires OCC to provide the information requested in Decision No. R15-0265-I at ¶ 20 and Staff to provide the information requested in Decision No. R15-0265-I at ¶ 21.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Consistent with the discussion above, § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., does not apply in this Proceeding.  
2. Consistent with the discussion above, the Unopposed Motion to Vacate 
Pre-hearing Conference and Hold Case in Abeyance for 30 Days, which motion was filed on March 27, 2015, is granted.  

3. The prehearing conference scheduled to be held on April 7, 2015 in this Proceeding is vacated.  
4. Consistent with the discussion above, Proceeding No. 15A-0066T is held in abeyance pending further Order.  
5. Consistent with the discussion above and not later than May 8, 2015, AmeriMex Communications Corp., doing business as SafetyNet Wireless, shall make a filing that complies with ¶¶ 14-15, above.  

6. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Pre-hearing Conference and Hold Case in Abeyance for 30 Days is waived.  
7. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  
8. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
