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I. STATEMENT  
A. Background
1. On March 18, 2015, Ann Marie Damian and John M. Taylor, Jr. (Complainants) filed a Notice of Settlement (Notice).  The Notice states that the parties have reached a settlement and request that the evidentiary hearing scheduled to commence on April 29, 2015 be vacated.  The Notice further indicates that a dismissal pleading will be forthcoming; however, no specific date for the filing of the settlement agreement and motion to dismiss the Complaint is provided.

2. Because Mountain Parks Electric, Inc. (Respondent) did not join in the Notice, nor did it file a response to the Notice, it was assumed that it did not contest the statement made in the Notice or the request to vacate the evidentiary hearing.  

3. Interim Decision No. R15-0315-I, issued April 9, 2015 granted Complainants’ request to vacate the evidentiary hearing due to the fact that the parties had reached a settlement agreement in this matter.  In addition, the Interim Decision required the parties to each file a status report by April 14, 2015, in order to provide an update on the progress towards filing a final settlement agreement and a date by which the Commission could expect to see such a filing.  On April 14, 2015, Respondent and Complainants each filed their respective status reports.  

4. Each party presents significantly diverse versions of the settlement process between the parties and the communications that occurred during that process.  As a result, good cause is found to set a hearing on the terms of the proposed settlement agreement at which time both parties will be required to provide information and argument regarding the communications that occurred, as well as each party’s position regarding the terms of the settlement agreement.  

5. It is anticipated that at the conclusion of the hearing, one version of the settlement agreement will be enforced; the terms of a settlement agreement modified during the course of the hearing will be accepted and enforced; or, it will be determined that no settlement can be reached.  If the latter conclusion is reached, it will be determined whether the Complaint should be dismissed, or whether a procedural schedule should be adopted which moves the Complaint forward.  

6. The parties should be prepared to thoroughly support their respective positions regarding the settlement agreement.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. A hearing on the terms of the proposed settlement agreement is scheduled as follows:
