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I. STATEMENT  
1. On July 25, 2014, Colorado Jitney, LLC (Jitney or Complainant), filed a Complaint against the City and County of Denver (Denver) and Evergreen Trails, Inc., doing business as Horizon Coach Lines (Horizon).  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On August 6, 2014, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. Denver and Horizon, collectively, are the Respondents.  Complainant and Respondents, collectively, are the Parties.  Each party is represented by legal counsel.  

4. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in previously-issued Interim Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

5. On April 22, 2015, the ALJ held a status conference in this Proceeding.  At the conclusion of the status conference, the ALJ established May 8, 2015 as the date by which Parties are to file mootness-based motions to dismiss.  The ALJ established May 15, 2015 as the date by which responses to such motions to dismiss are to be filed.  

6. On April 23, 2015, Jitney filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Response Time (Motion).  

7. Given the representation that the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ finds that waiving response time to the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

8. In the Motion, Complainant seeks an extension of time, to and including May 22, 2015, within which to file its response to the motions to dismiss to be filed not later than May 8, 2015.  As good cause for granting the Motion, Complainant states, inter alia, that:  (a) Complainant’s counsel is a sole practitioner; (b) Complainant’s counsel will be out of the country beginning on May 5, 2015 and will not return to his office until May 14, 2015; and (c) if the Motion is not granted, Complainant’s response to the motions to dismiss will be due one business day after Complainant’s counsel returns to his office following a lengthy absence.  

9. The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause and that granting the Motion, which is unopposed, will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion with this modification:  Response to the motions to dismiss to be filed not later than May 8, 2015 will be due not later than May 29, 2015.  The May 29, 2015 response date provides Complainant’s counsel, who is a sole practitioner, with a 15-day response time from the date on which Complainant’s counsel returns to his office following an extended absence.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Response Time is granted.  

2. Not later than May 29, 2015, each party shall file its response to the motions to dismiss to be filed not later than May 8, 2015.  
3. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Response Time is waived.  

4. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in this Interim Decision.  
5. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
