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I. STATEMENT  
1. The portions of the procedural history of this Consolidated Proceeding that are not necessary to put this Interim Decision in context are omitted.  

A. Proceeding No. 13P-0825G.  

2. On July 19, 2013, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., on behalf of its Eastern Colorado Division (ECD), filed a Submittal for Determination of Completeness of [Gas Purchase Plans (GPP)].  This filing addressed the ECD’s GPP for Gas Purchase Year July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014 (2013-14 Gas Purchase Year).  This filing commenced Proceeding 
No. 13P-0825G.  

3. On October 1, 2014, the ECD filed its Gas Purchase Report (GPR) for the 
2013-14 Gas Purchase Year.  

4. On January 15, 2015, by Interim Decision No. C15-0045-I, the Commission commenced the prudence review of the ECD’s GPR for the 2013-14 Gas Purchase Year; designated Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) as a party; established an intervention period, which has expired; and referred the case to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. The Parties in Proceeding No. 13P-0825G are the ECD and Staff.  

B. Proceeding No. 13P-0826G.  

6. On July 19, 2013, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG), filed its Submittal for Determination of Completeness of GPP.  This filing addressed CNG’s GPP for the 2013-14 Gas Purchase Year and commenced Proceeding No. 13P-0826G.  

7. On October 1, 2014, CNG filed its GPR for the 2013-14 Gas Purchase Year.  

8. By Interim Decision No. C15-0045-I, the Commission commenced the prudence review of CNG’s GPR for the 2013-14 Gas Purchase Year; designated Staff as a party; established an intervention period, which has expired; and referred the case to an ALJ.  

9. The Parties in Proceeding No. 13P-0826G are CNG and Staff.  

C. Consolidated Proceeding.  

10. On January 29, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0109-I and as pertinent here, ALJ Mirbaba consolidated Proceedings No. 13P-0825G and No. 13P-0826G (Consolidated Proceeding) and designated Proceeding No. 13P-0825G as the primary Proceeding.  Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1402.
  

11. CNG
 and Staff, collectively, are the Parties in the Consolidated Proceeding.  All Parties are represented by legal counsel.  

D. Motion for Extension of Time.  

12. On March 11, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0231-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule for this Proceeding.  Pursuant to that procedural schedule and as pertinent here, not later than May 1, 2015, Staff is to file its answer testimony and attachments and not later than May 15, 2015, CNG and ECD are to file their rebuttal testimony and attachments.  
13. On April 29, 2015, Staff filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer and Rebuttal Testimony and Attachments (Motion) and a Request for Waiver of Response Time (Request).  
14. In the Request, Staff represents that the relief requested is unopposed.  Based on this representation, the ALJ finds that no party will be prejudiced if the Request is granted and response time to the Motion is waived.  In addition, the absence of opposition is itself good cause to waive response time to the Motion.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

In the Motion, Staff seeks a modification of the procedural schedule to permit Staff to file its answer testimony and attachments on May 4, 2015 and to permit CNG and ECD to file and to serve their rebuttal testimony and attachments on May 18, 2015.  The Motion is unopposed, and granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  In addition, the Motion states good cause; the additional time sought is reasonable; and granting the Motion does not affect the remaining filing dates.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will modify the procedural schedule 

15. as follows:  (a) not later than May 4, 2015, Staff will file and serve its answer testimony and attachments; and (b) not later than May 18, 2015, CNG and ECD will file and serve their rebuttal testimony and attachments.  

16. The Parties are advised and are on notice that, except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0231-I remains in full effect and governs this Proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer and Rebuttal Testimony and Attachments, which motion was filed on April 29, 2015 by Staff of the Commission, is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R15-0231-I at Ordering Paragraph No. 4 is modified as follows:  (a) not later than May 4, 2015, Staff of the Commission shall file and serve its answer testimony and attachments; and (b) not later than May 18, 2015, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., and the Eastern Colorado Division of Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., each shall file and serve rebuttal testimony and attachments.  

3. Except as modified by this Interim Decision, Decision No. R15-0231-I remains in full effect and governs this Proceeding.  

4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer and Rebuttal Testimony and Attachments is waived.  

6. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

7. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
