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I. STATEMENT

1. On January 21, 2015, BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) filed the above-captioned application requesting authority, in accordance with the provisions of §40-4-106 C.R.S., to abolish the crossing of Washington County Road P5/10, National Inventory No. 805295V, and to make improvements at Washington County Road 59 by widening the roadway and widening the crossing surface from 16’ to 48’, National Inventory No. 805294N on the Union Pacific Railroad Company Julesburg Subdivision near Messex, County of Washington, State of Colorado.

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application (Notice) to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed on February 5, 2015.

3. By Decision No. R15-0311-I, the intervention of right filed by Werner Angus Ranch, LLC (Werner Angus Ranch) was noted.
4. By Decision No. R15-3012-I, Werner Angus Ranch was ordered to choose either to obtain legal counsel or to make a show cause filing showing cause why Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201 does not require it to be represented in this matter by an attorney at law currently in good standing before the Supreme Court of the State of Colorado.
5. Werner Angus Ranch was specifically advised that “failure to make the filing described in ¶ 11 above or file Counsel’s entry of appearance, by April 20, 2015, will result in dismissal of its intervention without prejudice.”  Decision No. R15-0312-I ¶16 (emphasis original).  
6. Werner Angus Ranch has failed to comply with either of the two alternatives provided in Decision No. R15-0312-I.  Therefore, in accordance therewith, Werner Angus Ranch’s intervention will be stricken.  

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The intervention of Werner Angus Ranch, LLC (Werner Angus Ranch) is stricken.  Werner Angus Ranch is no longer a party to this proceeding.

2. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with this decision.  
3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
