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I. statement 
1. On February 4, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission opened this Proceeding and directed that a letter, over the signature of Commission Director Dean, regarding the filing of annual reports for calendar year 2014 be sent to each regulated intrastate transportation carrier (i.e., common carriers and contract carriers).  

2. On February 4, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) the disposition of motions for an extension of time that are filed in this Proceeding.  

3. On February 5, 2015, as directed by the Commission, a letter was mailed to contract carriers.  In relevant part, that letter, which is signed by Commission Director Dean as directed by the Commission, states:  

 
In accordance with Rule 6212 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 
723-6, each regulated intrastate carrier is required to file an annual report on or before April 30th for the preceding calendar year.  The rules state that the annual report shall be filed on a form prescribed by the Commission.  ...  

Each contract carrier holding a Permit to transport passengers in accordance with Title 40 of the Colorado Revised Statutes during the 2014 calendar year shall file an annual report no later than April 30, 2015.  All applicable fields on the annual report form shall be completed by each contract carrier.  ...  The proceeding number for the 2014 annual report is 15M-0053TR.  
* * *  

 
A contract carrier may file a motion for an extension of time to file its annual report with the Commission.  The motion may be granted for a period not to exceed 30 days if good cause is shown why the carrier is unable to comply with the April 30, 2015 deadline.  Such motions for an extension of time shall be referred to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition.  

February 5, 2015 letter at 1-2 (emphasis supplied).  
4. On February 6, 2015, as directed by the Commission, a letter was mailed to common carriers.  On February 12, 2015, as directed by the Commission, the same letter was served through the Commission’s E-Filings System on the common carriers registered in that System.  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Interim Decision to the February 6, 2015 letter is a reference to the February 6, 2015 letter and to the letter served on February 12, 2015.  

5. In relevant part, the February 6, 2015 letter, which is signed by Commission Director Dean as directed by the Commission, states:  

 
In accordance with Rule 6212 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 
723-6, each regulated intrastate carrier is required to file an annual report on or before April 30th for the preceding calendar year.  The rules state that the annual report shall be filed on a form prescribed by the Commission.  ...  

Each common carrier holding a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and each contract carrier holding a Permit to transport passengers in accordance with Title 40 of the Colorado Revised Statutes during the 2014 calendar year shall file an annual report no later than April 30, 2015.  All applicable fields on the annual report form shall be completed by each regulated intrastate carrier.  ...  The proceeding number for the 2014 annual report is 
15M-0053TR.  
* * *  

 
A common or contract carrier may file a motion for an extension of time to file its annual report with the Commission.  The motion may be granted for a period not to exceed 30 days if good cause is shown why the carrier is unable to comply with the April 30, 2015 deadline.  Such motions for an extension of time shall be referred to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition.  

February 6, 2015 letter at 1-2 (emphasis supplied).  
6. By a request for an extension of time to file its Annual Report for the 2014 Reporting Year (Motion) filed on April 30, 2015, Fresh Tracks Transportation (Movant) requests an extension of time within which to file its 2014 Annual Report.  Movant seeks an extension of time through and including June 1, 2015.  

7. The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause and that granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ finds that a 30-day extension of time is appropriate.  The ALJ also finds that the Commission has established a firm 30-day limit on any extension.  

8. The ALJ will grant the Motion for an extension of time.  The ALJ will extend, to and including June 1, 2015,
 the date by which Movant must file its 2014 Annual Report.  

9. No party will be prejudiced by waiving the response time to the Motion.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

II. order
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Consistent with the discussion above, the request for an extension of time to file its Annual Report for the 2014 Reporting Year, which request was filed on April 30, 2015 by 
Fresh Tracks Transportation is granted.  

2. The time within which Fresh Tracks Transportation must file its Annual Report for the 2014 Reporting Year is extended to and including June 1, 2015.  

3. Response time to the request for an extension of time to file its Annual Report for the 2014 Reporting Year, which request was filed on April 30, 2015 by Fresh Tracks Transportation is waived.  

4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
