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I. statement 
1. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held February 4, 2015, the Commission noticed the administrative opening of the above-captioned repository proceeding for the filing 
of 2014 annual reports required by Rule 3006 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 
Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 and Rule 4006 of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 CCR 723-4.  The Commission also referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

2. In accordance with Rules 3006(a) and 4006(a), an extension of time to file the annual report does not affect the requirement that utilities file with the Commission, on or before April 30, the utility's total gross operating revenue from intrastate utility business transacted in Colorado for the preceding calendar year. Form DR 0525 is the report of gross regulated intrastate operating revenues required by the Colorado Department of Revenue.  The time for filing the required Form DR 0525 cannot be extended.  

3. On April 27, 2015, Wheatland Electric Cooperative, Inc.’s (Wheatland) motion requesting a 30-day extension of time was filed.  

4. Given the nature of the motion, no party will be prejudiced if response time is waived.  The ALJ will waive response time to the motion.  

5. The ALJ finds that the filing states good cause and that granting the motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the request and will extend, to and including May 30, 2015, the date by which Wheatland must file its 2014 Annual Report.  

II. order  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to Wheatland Electric Cooperative, Inc.’s (Wheatland) motion requesting a 30-day extension of time filed on April 27, 2015, is waived and the request is granted.  
2. The time within which Wheatland must file its 2014 Annual Report with the Commission is extended to and including May 30, 2015.  This extension does not affect the deadline for filing a copy of the Form DR 0525 filed with the Colorado Department of Revenue.
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
